Dark flooring marks the perimeter
of the space, while light coloured flooring
distinguishes the seating area, underscoring
the feeling of stepping into a garden. Dining
pods along the perimeter of the rooms feature
rounded banquettes, floor-to-ceiling metal
screens, and large custom pendants.
